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Come with us to explore the magical land that is South Africa, home to several of the gardens 
featured in the BBC Television Series “Around the World in 80 Gardens.”  One of the six floral 
kingdoms of the world, South Africa is a land of exquisite beauty, a land that boasts a mosaic of 
treasures and varied cultural heritage, a land that is both warm and hospitable, and a land that is 
rich in winelands and home to rare and exotic wildlife. 
 
We will visit noted art galleries, meet emerging artists, see contemporary African and Ndebele 
tribal art, and visit private homes and collections as well as Groote Schuur, the official presidential 
residence.  And, for an experience of a lifetime, opt for a safari on a private game reserve home 
to the ‘Big Five’ animals – lion, leopard, elephant, buffalo and rhino. 
 
All this and more awaits you on this specially arranged tour for LongHouse Reserve, where you 
will have the opportunity to meet people from all walks of life – including such luminaries as Albie 
Sachs, chief justice on the Constitutional Court of South Africa, Keith Kirsten, South Africa’s 
favorite gardener and award-winning journalist Charlayne Hunter-Gault. 
 
Our visit to this ‘world in one country’ is timed at the peak of the flowering season when 
temperatures are at their most pleasant. 
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Depart the United States on an overnight flight(s) to Cape Town. 
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Upon arrival at Cape Town International Airport, 
we will transfer to the Mount Nelson Hotel.  
Occupying a breathtaking site on the lower slopes 
of Table Mountain and set in nine acres of lush 
gardens, the Mount Nelson is Cape Town’s most 
famous hotel, located just a short stroll from the 
historic city center.   
 
Spend the rest of the day at leisure to relax or take 
advantage of the hotel’s facilities – including two 
swimming pools, tennis courts, a bodycare center, 
private gymnasium, and a golf practice net.  Or 
walk down oak-lined Government Avenue to the 
Company’s Garden (*), on the site of the original 
vegetable garden laid out by the Dutch East India 
Company. 
 
This evening we will visit the home of Willem and 
Nikki Booth in Bishopscourt for a special welcome dinner where local gardeners and artists will 
join us.  Mr. Booth is a criminal lawyer in Cape Town, and his wife is a professional chef.  (D) 
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This morning ascent Table Mountain by cable car to enjoy the spectacular views over the city, 
Table Bay, Robben Island, the Atlantic 
seaboard and the Cape Peninsula.  Famous 
for its extraordinary floral biodiversity, mainly 
fynbos, Table Mountain alone has over 
1,500 species of plants, roughly the same 
number as are found throughout the entire 
British Isles.  It is the richest corner of the 
Cape Floristic Region and richest single 
floristic area in the world.  
 
We will then continue to Kirstenbosch 
Botanical Gardens (*) which grows only 
indigenous South African plants.  The 
Kirstenbosch estate supports a diverse 
fynbos flora and natural forest.  The 
cultivated garden displays collections of 
South African plants, particularly those from the winter rainfall region of the country.  Enjoy lunch 
at the Silvertree Restaurant designed to compliment the majestic beauty of the gardens.   



In the afternoon we will visit Groote Schuur, mining magnate Cecil John Rhodes’ house, which he 
commissioned architect Sir Herbert Baker to build.  It was also lived in by Jan Smuts, and is now 
an official presidential residence.  After an exclusive tour of the garden and manor house, enjoy 
tea and refreshments in the family room used by authors, dukes, and former prime ministers. 
 
Return to the hotel in the late afternoon for a free evening – perhaps to dine at the hotel’s Cape 
Colony Restaurant, or at one of the city’s fine restaurants on nearby Kloof Street or at the Victoria 
& Alfred Waterfront (named for Queen Victoria and her second son, Alfred).  (B/R/L)  
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Today our tour endeavors to identify and 
understand the culture of the new South 
Africa.  We will proceed through the historic 
Malay Quarter discovering the origins of this 
multi-cultural city and its people. The tragic 
saga of ‘forced removals’ unfolds as we drive 
through the remains of the once vibrant 
District Six and visit its living museum.  
 
Then it’s off to the Townships, visiting 
examples of ‘black’ and ‘colored’ townships 
and focusing on development issues of 
education, health care, and housing. 
Continuing to Langa, we will visit one of the 
local schools as well as the Tsoga Environmental Centre where local community guides will take 
us on a walking tour.  During our time in the townships we will enjoy a lunch of traditional African 
cuisine at Lelapa (‘the home’) Restaurant.  Afterward we will visit some of Cape Town’s renowned 
galleries of ceramic artists such as Barbara Jackson, Ardmore ceramics etc.   
 
This evening enjoy a reception at V Gallery, specializing in contemporary South African Art.  We 
will have the opportunity meet the artist Esther Mahlangu – who, at the age of 75, is the only ‘real’ 
Ndebele left as the tribe is now extinct – and view an exhibition of her distinct beadwork and 
geometric mural art. Dinner follows at Emily’s , one of  the country’s best restaurants. (B/L/R/D) 
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A full day excursion takes us to the Franschhoek and Stellenbosch Winelands.  The French 
Huguenots settled in this picturesque 
valley some three hundred years ago, and 
perhaps as a result of this French heritage 
the valley produces some of the country's 
finest internationally acclaimed wines – 
which we will have the opportunity to 
taste. 
 
In historic Stellenbosch, South Africa’s 
second oldest town, the streets are lined 
with stately oaks and unique Cape Dutch 
architecture.  Here we will visit the Hester 
Rupert Art Museum, home to a collection 
of contemporary South African art.  It is 
housed in a former Dutch Reformed 
Mission Church.  



We will also visit the private garden of Henk 
Scholtz (*), a renowned South African 
horticulturist and landscaper who uses only 
indigenous plantings.   
 
Enjoy lunch at the restaurant on the Tokara 
wine estate.  Its combination of fine cuisine, 
breathtaking views, and avant garde 
architecture promises a memorable 
experience.  We will return to the hotel in the 
late afternoon. 
 
This evening we will dine at Baia, a 
sophisticated seafood restaurant at the 
waterfront.  With sweeping terraces offering spectacular views, Baia (meaning the Bay) lives up 
to its name in every way.  (B/L/D) 
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This morning we will travel to Kenilworth to visit Stellenberg (*), a private garden.  This lovely 
classical garden with its magnificent Cape Dutch manor house and outbuildings is surrounded by 
oak trees and carefully tended lawns.  The formal garden was designed by internationally 
acclaimed designer David Higgs.  The owners, Andrew and Sandy Ovenstone, have taken great 
care to complement the historic homestead with carefully designed garden ‘rooms’ reflecting the 
history of the owners since the original land grant was made by Governor Simon van der Stel in 
the 18th century.  After lunch in the area, we will return to the hotel in Cape Town.  The balance of 
the afternoon and the evening will be at leisure. (B/L)  
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� :  Visit Robben Island, a place of banishment, exile, isolation, and 
imprisonment for nearly 400 years.  During the Apartheid years, some freedom fighters – among 
them Nelson Mandela – spent more than a quarter of a century in prison for their beliefs.  The 
island came to symbolize the triumph of the human spirit over enormous hardship and adversity. 
We will be guided on a tour of the island by a former political prisoner.  
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� :   Visit the New Fugard Theatre in District 6 pending performance.  A 
converted old Gothic-style church the theatre is named in honor of Athol Fugard, who is one of 
the country’s most iconic authors.    
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After a morning at leisure, we depart Cape 
Town on an early afternoon flight to 
Johannesburg, with lunch served on board 
the aircraft.   
 
Upon arrival we will enjoy an orientation tour 
of the city before checking into our 
accommodations at The Westcliff, situated in 
Johannesburg's most exclusive residential 
suburb.  The hotel’s hillside setting with 
cascading, sculpted gardens evokes a 
bygone era of leisure in one of the world's 
most vibrant and cosmopolitan cities. 



 
This evening we have been invited to the prestigious Goodman Gallery for dinner with guests, 
including artists from the region.  Established 40 years ago, the gallery’s primary goal was to 
encourage contemporary South African artists to exhibit despite Apartheid.   (B/L/D) 
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Travel today to the suburb of Magaliesberg to visit the Savanna Rock Garden (*), a beautiful rock 
garden created by a married couple – one a sculptor and the other an artist.   
 
After lunch at a local restaurant we will 
continue to Brenthurst (*), the 
Oppenheimer estate comprising 45 
acres in the suburb of Parktown.  Sir 
Ernest and Lady  Oppenheimer 
designed the garden (as advised by 
Joane Pim, the South African landscape 
pioneer) with European style and 
indigenous plants.  Harry and Bridget 
Oppenheimer later introduced more 
European plants, but Strilli 
Oppenheimer, the present doyenne, has 
returned it to 70 percent indigenous, 
while keeping the original rose gardens. 
 
We then visit Little Brenthurst, the 
Oppenheimer home designed by Herbert Baker in Cape Dutch style.  We will be welcomed by 
Strilli Oppenheimer and view her wonderful collection of Nguni cattle picturers. Following is a visit 
to Coral Stephens, known for her cutting edge treatment of mohair; color, texture and fabric 
weaving in traditional hand-woven craftsmanship.  Afterward, renowned journalist Charlayne 
Hunter-Gault has invited us to her home to view her collection and enjoy a glass of wine.  The 
balance of the evening is free.  (B/L/R)  
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Today we will step back into the history 
of South Africa – beginning with a talk by 
Albie Sachs, the chief justice on the 
Constitutional Court of South Africa who 
was appointed to the court by Nelson 
Mandela in 1994.  We will visit 
Constitutional Hill, the new home of the 
court and the site of Johannesburg's 
notorious Old Fort Prison complex where 
many of South African's leading political 
activists, including Mahatma Gandhi and 
Nelson Mandela, were detained. 
 
We then proceed to Soweto (an acronym 
for Southwestern Townships), a black 
city developed under Apartheid.  It is steeped in the history of the struggle, where the youth 
leadership met to change the face of South Africa.  We enter Soweto via the up-market area 



called Diepkloof Ext where some of the houses can cost in the millions.  In complete contrast we 
will visit a large hostel in the area, which once accommodated migrant laborers and is now used 
as informal lodgings for families.  There will be an opportunity to explore the Shwe Shwe Poppis 
Co-operative Project, a community-based production providing funds for children in the fight 
against malnutrition, programs for the disadvantaged and providing educational trust funds.  From 
traditional culturally valuable fabric called Shwe Shwe they manufacture charming and whimsical 
dolls and other products based on drawings by the ACFS’s (African Children’s Feeding Scheme).    
The people from the Shwe Shwe will welcome us with their traditional songs and dances.  We will 
also visit the Hector Pieterson Museum, built in memory of the 13-year-old victim of the 1976 
uprising.  

A highlight of our visit to Soweto is a delicious 
lunch at one of the well run restaurants 
patronised by both tourists and locals alike, 
offering typical ‘township’ fare including 
Umqhusho (Khosa samp and beans), Nelson 
Mandela's favorite dish. 

En route back to Johannesburg, we will stop to 
visit the Apartheid Museum, acknowledged as 
the pre-eminent museum in the world dealing 
with 20th- century South Africa, at the heart of 
which is the Apartheid story.  This evening is 
at leisure.  (B/L) 
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In the morning we will proceed to the 
Cradle of Humankind Park to enjoy a talk 
by historian Vincent Carruthers about the 
area.  We then drive to this private game 
reserve, a World Heritage Site and the 
world’s richest hominid site.  We will be 
met by the owner, Prospero Bailey, as 
well as a paleontologist who will discuss 
the origins of mankind. 
 
Our visit concludes with lunch at Roots, a 
gourmet restaurant at the Forum Homini 
Hotel.   
 
Returning to Johannesburg, we will stop to visit a few art galleries before proceeding to the hotel 
in time to freshen up for the evening.  We have been invited for dinner at the home of Keith 
Kirsten – South Africa’s favorite gardener – located on the banks of the Crocodile River.  Here we 
will enjoy a braai (BBQ) and be entertained by the Soweto choir.  (B/L/D) 
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The program concludes this morning after breakfast with a transfer to O.R. Tambo International 
Airport, transferring upon arrival to connect with flights to the United States – or to continue on 
safari.  (B) 
(*) Featured in the of BBC Television Series “Around the World in 80 Gardens.”  
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After breakfast we will transfer to the Johannesburg O.R. International Airport in time for a flight to 
the Londolozi Private Game Reserve.  
 
Londolozi was founded by the Taylor and 
Varty families over 80 years ago on the 
banks of the Sand River, and these 
conservation dynasties have dedicated 
their lives to saving a small part of Africa’s 
Eden.  It is home to the Big Five animals 
as well as many others. 
 
Upon arrival at Londolozi’s airstrip, we will 
be transferred in open land rovers to the 
lodge at Varty Camp, whose decor echoes 
the tones of the Varty’s own home, 
reflecting the family’s passion for 
sustainability.  All rooms have private 
swimming pools framed by decks 
overlooking the riverbank.  The living spaces are raised off the ground and shaded under a 
cathedral of trees. 
 
There will be time to freshen up before lunch.  The rest of the afternoon is at leisure – perhaps at 
the wellness center, the boutique or the Jon Varty Cinematography Centre. 
 
In the late afternoon we will gather for tea/coffee prior to an evening game drive in open land 
rovers led by a team of experienced rangers and trackers as they look for fresh animal tracks, 
and stopping for ‘sundowners’ as we watch the sun sink into the horizon.  After dark we will return 
to the lodge for dinner.  (L/D) 
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We will be awakened early for tea, 
coffee or fruit juice, before an exciting 
early morning game drive.  We return 
to the lodge for mid-morning breakfast 
and a siesta – or perhaps a bush walk 
with your ranger. 
 
The rest of the day is for relaxing 
before afternoon tea/coffee, after which we will leave for an evening game drive, returning after 
dark for dinner at the lodge.  (B/L/D) 
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After another early morning game drive in search of animals not seen yesterday, return for 
breakfast.  We will check out in time for our flight from Londolozi to Johannesburg’s O.R. Tambo 
International Airport, transferring upon arrival to connect with flights to the United States.  (B)
